Success criteria

1. Improved attendance, reduce the number of persistent absentees among
pupil premium children.

Attendance of pupil premium children to be in line with non-
pupil premium at the school and the national target.

2. Gaps in learning will be addressed through top up learning.
Attainment will be higher.

Children make greater academic progress and have fewer gaps
in their learning from earlier years.

3. Children will develop higher self-esteem through targeted support in
class and mentoring.

Children to speak of themselves positively and become more
resilient.
